Prima affermazione nell’Euro 4 Championship per 
Kacper Sztuka (US Racing). In Gara 1, il polacco 
scatta come un fulmine dalla quarta casella sulla 
griglia di partenza e transita alla prima curva al 
comando, davanti a Zachary David (US Racing), 
Tuukka Taponen (Prema Racing) e Freddie Slater 
(Prema Racing), quest’ultimo partito dalla pole 
position. Dopo pochi minuti, però, interviene la safety 
car, per permettere la rimozione di una monoposto 
ferma nella ghiaia, e il gruppo si ricompatta. Al 
restart, Sztuka mantiene la propria posizione, ma 
l’azione in pista viene di nuovo interrotta dalla 
vettura di sicurezza, per un incidente. Alla seconda 
ripartenza è Slater a prendere le redini della corsa, 
ma Sztuka torna poco dopo di nuovo davanti al 
britannico. Anche Ugo Ugochukwu (Prema Racing) 
sorpassa Slater e, involontariamente, danneggia 
l’ala anteriore del britannico, costretto a ritornare 
ai box. Sztuka vince la gara davanti a Ugochukwu, 
secondo, e Arvid Lindblad (Prema Racing), terzo. 
Tuttavia, Ugochukwu viene penalizzato di 5 
secondi per il contatto con Slater e scivola quarto, 
promuovendo James Wharton (Prema Racing) sul 
podio e Lindblad al secondo posto.

First success in the Euro Championship for Kacper 
Sztuka (US Racing). In Race 1, the Polish driver takes 
off like a lightning bolt from the fourth position on 
the starting grid and takes the first corner in the 
lead, ahead of Zachary David (US Racing), Tuukka 
Taponen (Prema Racing) and Freddie Slater (Prema 
Racing), who had started from the pole position. 
After a few minutes, however, the safety car enters 
the track to allow the removal of a car stuck in 
the gravel, and the drivers regroup. At the restart, 
Sztuka maintains his position, but the action on the 
track is interrupted once again by the safety car 
due to another accident. At the second restart, it 
is Slater who takes the reins of the race, yet Sztuka 
quickly moves ahead of the British driver. Ugo 
Ugochukwu (Prema Racing) overtakes Slater too 
and, unintentionally damages the front wing of the 
British competitor, who is forced to return to the 
pits. Sztuka wins the race ahead of Ugochukwu, 
second, and Arvid Lindblad (Prema Racing), third. 
Nevertheless, Ugochukwu is penalized 5 seconds for 
the contact with Slater and slips to the 4th position, 
thus advancing James Wharton (Prema Racing) to 
the podium, while Lindblad took the second spot.

Al debutto in campionato, Freddie Slater (Prema 
Racing) ottiene in Gara 2 il suo primo successo 
nell’Euro 4. Dalla pole position, Kacper Sztuka (US 
Racing) mantiene saldo tra le mani il primo posto e 
lo difende dagli attacchi di Arvid Lindblad (Prema 
Racing) che, però, riesce comunque a sopravanzare 
il rivale polacco nel corso del secondo giro. Sztuka 
risponde all’attacco di Lindblad recuperando nel 
successivo passaggio il comando della corsa, prima 
che la gara venga neutralizzata dalla safety car a 
seguito di un incidente multiplo nelle retrovie. Alla 
ripartenza, Sztuka subisce i sorpassi di Lindblad 
e Brando Badoer (Van Amersfoort Racing), ma 
un’errata segnalazione della presenza della vettura 
di sicurezza in pista da parte di un commissario 
di percorso causa il rallentamento del gruppo 
di testa, permettendo a Slater, James Wharton 
(Prema Racing), Ugo Ugochukwu (Prema Racing) e 
Zachary David (US Racing) di andare a occupare le 
prime posizioni. La gara viene di nuovo posta sotto 
safety car, lasciando al gruppo due ultimi giri in 
regime di bandiera verde. Slater giunge così primo 
sotto la bandiera a scacchi, davanti a Ugochukwu, 
Wharton, David, Badoer e Lindblad, ma la classifica 
resta “provvisoria”.

On his debut in the championship, Freddie Slater 
(Prema Racing) achieved his first success in Euro 
4 in Race 2. From pole position, Kacper Sztuka (US 
Racing) kept firmly in first place and defended it 
from the attacks of Arvid Lindblad (Prema Racing) 
who, however, still managed to overtake his Polish 
rival during the second lap. Sztuka responded to 
Lindblad’s attack by regaining the lead of the race 
on the next lap, before the race was neutralised 
by the safety car following a multiple accident at 
the back. At the restart, Sztuka was overtaken 
by Lindblad and Brando Badoer (Van Amersfoort 
Racing), but incorrect signalling of the presence of 
the safety car on the track by a marshal caused the 
leading group to slow down, allowing Slater, James 
Wharton (Prema Racing), Ugo Ugochukwu (Prema 
Racing) and Zachary David (US Racing) to occupy 
the top positions. The safety car was again used
in the race, leaving the group with two final laps 
under the green flag system. Slater thus finished first 
under the chequered flag, ahead of Ugochukwu, 
Wharton, David, Badoer and Lindblad, but the 
rankings remain “provisional”.

Prima vittoria anche per Arvid Lindblad (Prema 
Racing), nell’Euro 4 Championship. Allo spegnimento 
dei semafori, il britannico passa immediatamente
dal quarto al terzo posto, alle spalle del leader
Freddie Slater (Prema Racing) e di Akshay Bohra 
(US Racing). Kacper Sztuka (US Racing), invece, 
partito dalla pole position, commette un errore e 
sprofonda nelle retrovie. Al 2° giro, un contatto tra 
Ugo Ugochukwu (Prema Racing) e James Wharton 
(Prema Racing) costringe quest’ultimo al ritiro e 
impone l’intervento in pista della safety car. La 
corsa riparte con Slater sempre in testa seguito 
da Lindblad che conquista la seconda posizione e 
inizia a pressare da vicino il compagno di squadra. 
A pochi minuti dal termine, Lindblad attacca 
Slater alla Variante della Roggia: il primo passa al 
comando, mentre il secondo finisce nella ghiaia e 
abbandona la gara. Dopo una breve parentesi in 
regime di safety car, Lindblad completa l’ultimo giro 
difendendosi da Brando Badoer (Van Amersfoort 
Racing): vince il britannico, con l’italiano e Bohra a 
completare il podio.

Arvid Lindblad (Prema Racing) secures his first 
victory in the Euro 4 Championship too. When the 
lights went out, the British driver immediately moves 
from fourth to third place, behind Freddie Slater 
(Prema Racing) and Akshay Bohra (US Racing). 
Kacper Sztuka (US Racing), who started from the 
pole position, on the other hand, makes a mistake 
and falls to the back of the pack. On the 2nd lap, 
contact between Ugo Ugochukwu (Prema Racing) 
and James Wharton (Prema Racing) forces the 
Wharton to withdraw from the race and the safety 
car is forced to enter the track once again. The 
race restarts with Slater still in the lead, followed by 
Lindblad who takes the second position and begins 
to closely pressure his teammate. With a few minutes 
to go, Lindblad attacks Slater at the Variante della 
Roggia: Lindblad moves to the lead, while Slater 
ends up in the gravel and ends his race for the day. 
After a brief break Lindblad completes the last lap 
defending his position from Brando Badoer (Van 
Amersfoort Racing). The British driver wins, with the 
Italian and Bohra completing the final podium spots.

After winning twice and achieving a second place at Mugello, 
Ugochukwu only gained 12 points at Monza. The American is still 
first, but only 3 points ahead of Arvid Lindblad, who won once and 
also achieved a podium position. Followed by Bohra, Wharton and 
Sztuka.

Dopo aver collezionato due vittorie e un secondo posto al Mugello, 
Ugochukwu conquista solo 12 punti a Monza. Lo statunitense è 
ancora primo, ma con solo 3 punti di vantaggio su Arvid Lindblad, 
autore di un successo e di un podio.

Inaugurated in 1991 on the occasion of the Formula 
1 Spanish Grand Prix, the Circuit de Barcelona-
Catalunya has constantly remained a fixed stage 
in the F1 world championship and has over time 
become the ideal destination for carrying out
pre-season tests. Also known for the continuous 
changes in the configuration of the track, it still 
hosts F1 and, since 1992, MotoGP. Furthermore, it
also hosted the World Rallycross Championship 
from 2015 to 2022.

Already in this very first edition, the Euro 4 Championship has 
proven to be a benchmark series not only at a European level, 
but worldwide as well, attracting the interest of drivers from four 
continents: Europe, of course, but also America, Asia and Oceania. 
This is a fact the decisively establishes the international nature 
of a championship that was inaugurated precisely with the 
objective of offering drivers, from all over the world, a stage that 
goes beyond the borders of a single nation. A total of 33 drivers 
lined up on the starting grids of the first two events, representing 
19 different nations. Numbers that confirm the quality of the work 
carried out by ACI Sport and WSK Promotion in endorsing the 
Formula 4 category, even outside of Italy, where they have been 
involved for over ten years with the organization of the Italian F4 
Championship certified by FIA, a fundamental stepping stone in 
the career of younger drivers coming from the karting division.

Già in questa primissima edizione, l’Euro 4 Championship ha 
dimostrato di essere una serie di riferimento non solo a livello 
europeo, ma addirittura mondiale, andando a suscitare interesse 
in piloti provenienti da ben quattro continenti diversi: Europa, 
ovviamente, ma anche America, Asia e Oceania. Un dato, questo, 
che sancisce in maniera decisa l’internazionalità di un campionato 
che nasce proprio con l’obiettivo di offrire ai piloti di tutto il mondo 
un palcoscenico che vada oltre i confini di una singola nazione.

Numeri che confermano la bontà del lavoro svolto da ACI Sport 
e WSK Promotion nel promuovere la categoria della Formula 4 
anche al di fuori del territorio italiano, dove sono impegnate da 
oltre dieci anni con l’organizzazione dell’Italian F4 Championship 
certified by FIA, vero e proprio punto di riferimento per i giovani 
provenienti dal karting.

The United Arab 
of Emirates ranks first among the countries placed 
on the Asian continent. This is followed by the 
remaining 14 nationalities (Brazil, China, Denmark, 
Finland, India, Malta, Mexico, Peru, Poland, Portugal, 
United States of America and Switzerland), all with 
one representative.

A FINAL THAT… DOUBLES!
The Barcelona circuit will not only be the venue for 
the grand finale of the Euro 4 Championship’s first 
season. It will also be the scene of the exciting duel 
for all four titles that are up for grabs (the Absolute 
classification, the Team Trophy, the Rookie Trophy 
and the Woman’s Trophy). The event is even more 
relevant because it will award double points: this 
means that the scores that will be assigned to the 
top ten of all three scheduled races will be doubled 
compared to the scores awarded in the previous 
two rounds, to further shuffle the cards on the 
table and make the competition on the track even 
more exciting. With maximum interest, all of the 
drivers will be awarded an incentive, because every 
overtaking will be worth double the points. On the 
flip side, however, even the slightest mistake could 
have a significant impact on the final results of the 
championship.
